A. GENERALPROVISIONS

1.0 Scope of Tender

The Procuring Entity as defined in the Appendix to Conditions of Contract invites tenders for
Works Contract as described in the tender documents. The name, identification, and number of
lots (contracts) of this Tender Document are specified in the TDS.

2.0 Fraud and Corruptio n

2.1 The Procuring Entity requires compliance with the provisions of the Public Procurement
and Asset Di sposal Act , 2015, Section 62 AnADe
tender submitted by a person shall include a declaration that the person s hall not
engage in any corrupt or fraudulent practice and a declaration that the person or his or
her sub-contractors are not debarred from participating in public procurement
proceedings.

2.2 The Procuring Entity requires compliance with the provisions of the Competition Act
2010, regarding collusive practicesin contracting. Any tenderer found to have engaged
in collusive conduct shall be disqualified and criminal and/or civil sanctions may be
imposed. To this effect, Tenders shall be required to complete and si gn the ACq

2.3 Tenderers shall permit and shall cause their agents (where declared or not),
subcontractors, sub consultants, service providers, suppliers, and their personnel, to

2.4 Unfair Competitive Advantage -Fairness and transparency in the tender process require
that the firms or their Affiliates competing for a specific assignment do not derive a
competitive advantage from having provided consulting services related to this tender.
To that end, the Procuring Entity shall indicate in the Data Sheet and make available to
all the firms together with this tender document all information that would in that
respect give such firm any unfair competitive advantage over competing firms.

3.0 Eligible Tenderers

SECTION 23: CONCRETE PAVING BLOCKS

This woks shall consist of providing, laying and fixing of concrete paving blocks and concrete

paving slabs on a sand base on the driveway and walkways and other areas as directed by the
Engineer.

a. Concrete Paving Blocks

The paving blocks shall be of tyg of any shape fitting within a 295 mm square coordinatin
space and a work size thickness of at least 30 mm. The blocks shall confirm to the requireme
BS 6717: Pt. 1:1986 or Kenya standard equivalent.

The laying shall be broken at intervalss® m by concrete ribs of class 25 concrete.

The blocks shall be laid on a 40 mm minimum sand base whose specifications are as in sectic
of this specification.

b. Sand for Sand Base

Sand used as bedding for paving blocks and slabs shall ralrsatnd either pit or river sand. The
grading shall conform and be parallel as much as possible toIK$®Parts 1 &2: 1984 for zones
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1,2 or 3. The other requirements shall be as specified in section 1703 (c ) of Stan
Specifications.

c. Measurement and Payment

Payment for paving blocks and paving slabs shall be by square metre laid. The rate quoted \
include the cost of haulage to site of the blocks, slabs and sand, as no extra payment shall be
for haulage
